you, O Gog, prince of Rosh, Meshech, and Tubal; 2 and I shall turn you around, drive you on, take you up 
from the remotest parts of the north, and bring you against the mountains of Israel. 
KJV 2 And I will turn thee back, and leave but the sixth part of thee, and will cause thee to come up from 
the north parts, and will bring thee upon the mountains of Israel: (note the different translation)
3 “And I shall strike your bow from your left hand, and dash down your arrows from your right hand. 4 You 
shall fall on the mountains of Israel, you and all your troops, and the peoples who are with you; I shall give 
you as food to every kind of predatory bird and beast of the field. 5 You will fall on the open field; for it is I 
who have spoken,” declares the Lord God. 6 “And I shall send fire upon Magog and those who inhabit the 
coastlands in safety; and they will know that I am the LORD. 7 And My holy name I shall make known 
in the midst of My people Israel; and I shall not let My holy name be profaned anymore. And the nations 
will know that I am the LORD, the Holy One in Israel. 8 Behold, it is coming and it shall be done,”
declares the Lord God. “That is the day of which I have spoken. 9 “Then those who inhabit the cities of 
Israel will go out, and make fires with the weapons and burn them, both shields and bucklers, bows and 
arrows, war clubs and spears and for seven years they will make fires of them. 10 And they will not take 
wood from the field or gather firewood from the forests, for they will make fires with the weapons; and they 
will take the spoil of those who despoiled them, and seize the plunder of those who plundered them,”
declares the Lord God.

The Mountains of Israel extend the length of the center of the country, beginning at the southern point of the Valley of Jezreel at the town 
of Jenin in Galilee (biblical Ein Ganim), & continuing south until they peter out at a point north of Beersheba in the Negev. These 
mountains contain the famous biblical cities of Dothan, Shechem, Samaria, Shiloh, Bethel, Ai, Ramah, Bethlehem, Hebron, Debir, & most 
importantly Jerusalem, which seems to be the goal of this invading army. Up to 1967 all of the mountains of Israel, except for a small 
corridor of West Jerusalem were entirely in the hands of the Jordanian Arabs. Only since 1967 have the mountains of Israel been in Israel, 
thus setting the stage for the fulfillment of this prophecy (A. Fruchtenbaum)

Arnold says that the KJV is a mistranslation & that “this is not found in the Hebrew text and 
has not been translated that way by subsequent translations. It is not true that one-sixth of 
the invading army will be left alive. The entire invading army will be destroyed when they 
invade Israel and nothing will remain, not even one-sixth” (p 115, Footsteps of the Messiah)

11 “And it will come about on that day that I shall give Gog a burial ground there in Israel, the valley of those 
who pass by east of the sea, and it will block off the passers-by. So they will bury Gog there with all his 
multitude, and they will call it the valley of Hamon-gog. 12 For seven months the house of Israel will be 
burying them in order to cleanse the land. 13 Even all the people of the land will bury them; and it will be to 
their renown on the day that I glorify Myself,” declares the Lord God. 14 “And they will set apart men who will 
constantly pass through the land, burying those who were passing through, even those left on the surface 
of the ground, in order to cleanse it. At the end of seven months they will make a search. 15 And as those 
who pass through the land pass through and anyone sees a man’s bone, then he will set up a marker by it 
until the buriers have buried it in the valley of Hamon-gog. 16 And even the name of the city will be 
Hamonah. So they will cleanse the land.”‘

Burial will be in one of the valleys east of 
theMediterranean Sea, ie, in the Jordan Valley 
above the Dead Sea. Hamon-gog = multitude 
of Gog and Hamonah = multitude
