
Those Who Feared the LORD

The Torah The Wisdom Literature The Prophets
Exodus 1:15-21 - the midwives feared the 
LORD and did not kill the baby boys as 
Pharaoh commanded, so God established 
homes for them
Lev 19:14, 32 – fearing the LORD don’t 
curse a deaf man, nor place a stumbling 
block before the blind, rise up before the 
grayheaded, and honor the aged
Lev 25:17, 43 fearing the LORD = don’t 
wrong one another, don’t rule over your 
fellow countryman with severity
Deut 6:1-3, 13-15, 24-25 – you are to obey 
God’s commands so that your son and 
grandson might fear the LORD, that it 
might be well with you, it’s for your good 
and your survival
Deut 10:12-13 – God require that you fear 
the LORD, walk in all His ways, love Him, 
serve Him with all your heart, and soul, & 
keep His commandments & statutes
Deut 14:22-23 - You shall surely tithe all 
the produce & eat in the presence of the 
LORD at the place He chooses to 

Ps 25:12-14 – Blessings – the LORD will instruct him in the way he should choose & his soul will abide in 
prosperity, & his descendants will inherit the land. The secret of the LORD is for those who fear Him, & He 
will make them know His covenant
Ps 31:19-21 – Blessings - great goodness stored up for those who fear Thee, protection from the 
conspiracies of man& the strife of tongues& in a besieged city
Ps 33:8-12 - all the earth is to fear the LORD; for He spoke, & it was done; He nullifies & frustrates the 
counsel & plans of the nations; & His counsel & plans stands forever. Blessed is the nation whose God is the 
LORD
Ps 33:18-22 – Blessings - the LORD will deliver their soul from death & keep them alive in famine
Ps 34:7-16 - The angel of the LORD encamps around those who fear Him, & rescues them & they who seek 
the LORD shall not be in want of any good thing, life & length of days
Ps 103:10-14, 17-18 - Great is God’s lovingkindness & compassion toward those who fear Him - He removed 
our transgressions from us. He knows our frame; He is mindful that we are but dust. 
Ps 111:5, 10 – blessings – provision of food, remembrance of covenant forever, wisdom & good 
understanding
Ps 112:1-3 – Blessings - his descendants will be mighty on earth; with wealth & riches & righteousness
Ps 128:1-4 – Blessings – food, happiness, fruitful wife & children
Ps 130:3-4 - there is forgiveness with Thee, That Thou mayest be feared.
Ps 145:17-20 – the LORD will fulfill the desire of those who fear Him; He will hear their cry & save them, He 
keeps all who love Him but all the wicked, He will destroy
Ps 147:11 - The LORD favors those who fear Him
Pro 1:7 - The fear of the LORD is the beginning of knowledge

Isa 10:24-25 - Zion, do not fear the 
Assyrian who strikes you with the 
rod , for in a very little while God’s 
indignation against you will be 
spent, & His anger will be directed 
to their destruction
Isa 41:10-14 - ‘Do not fear, for the 
LORD is with you; He  will 
strengthen & help you
Isa 43:1-2 - When you pass through 
the waters, the LORD will be with 
you; the rivers will not overflow you, 
& w hen you walk through the fire, 
you will not be scorched or burnt
Isa 43:4-7 - Do not fear, for the 
LORD is with you; He will bring 
your offspring from the east, & west 
& north & from the ends of the earth
Isa 44:1-4 - Do not fear, O Jacob 
My servant; for the LORD will pour 
out water on the thirsty land & He 
will pour out My Spirit on your 
offspring, & His blessing on your 
descendants
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LORD at the place He chooses to 
establish His name, in order that you may 
learn to fear the LORD your God always
Deut 17:18-20 – the king is to write for 
himself a copy of this law in the presence 
of the Levitical priests & it shall be with 
him & he shall read it all the days of his 
life, that he may learn to fear the LORD 
his God, by carefully observing all the 
words of this law and these statutes, that 
his heart may not be lifted up above his 
countrymen & that he may not turn aside 
from the commandment, to the right or the 
left; in order that he and his sons may 
continue long in his kingdom in the midst 
of Israel
Deut 28:58-61 - If you don’t fear this 
honored & awesome name, the LORD 
your God, then the LORD will bring 
extraordinary plagues on you & your 
descendants& every sickness & every 
plague which, not written in the book of 
this law until you are destroyed
Deut 31:10-13 – the law is to be read at 
the Feast of Booths, in order that Israel & 
their children may hear & learn & fear the 
LORD, & be careful to observe all the 
words of this law

Pro 1:7 - The fear of the LORD is the beginning of knowledge
Pro 2:1-6 - if you treasure my commandments, make your ear attentive to wisdom, incline your heart to 
understanding; cry for discernment, then you will discern the fear of the LORD & discover the knowledge of 
God
Pro 3:7-8 - Do not be wise in your own eyes; Fear the LORD and turn away from evil. It will be healing to 
your body, & refreshment to your bones
Pro 8:13 - The fear of the LORD is to hate evil; pride, arrogance, the evil way & the perverted mouth
Pro 9:10-11 - The fear of the LORD is the beginning of wisdom & the knowledge of the Holy One is 
understanding which leads to multiplied days & years of life added to you
Pro 10:27 - The fear of the LORD prolongs life, but the years of the wicked will be shortened.
Pro 14:2 - He who walks in his uprightness fears the LORD but he who is crooked in his ways despises Him
Prov 14:26-27 - In the fear of the LORD there is strong confidence & refuge. The fear of the LORD is a 
fountain of life, that one may avoid the snares of death
Pro 15:16 - Better is a little with the fear of the LORD, Than great treasure & turmoil with it.
Pro 15:33 - The fear of the LORD is the instruction for wisdom
Pro 16:6-7 - by the fear of the LORD one keeps away from evil
Pro 19:23 - The fear of the LORD leads to life, so that one may sleep satisfied, untouched by evil.
Pro 22:4 - The reward of humility and the fear of the LORD are riches, honor and life.
Pro 23:17-18 - Do not let your heart envy sinners, but live in the fear of the LORD always. Surely there is a 
future, & your hope will not be cut off.
Eccl 8:12-13 - it will be well for those who fear God, who fear Him openly but it will not be well for the evil 
man and he will not lengthen his days like a shadow, because he does not fear God.
Eccl 12:13-14 - The conclusion, when all has been heard, is: fear God & keep His commandments, because 
this applies to every person. For God will bring every act to judgment, everything which is hidden, whether it 
is good or evil.

Isa 50:10 - Who is among you that 
fears the LORD, That obeys the 
voice of His servant, That walks in 
darkness and has no light? Let him 
trust in the name of the LORD and 
rely on his God.
Jer 32:38-41 – God will give His 
people one heart & one way, that 
they may fear Him always, for their 
own good, & for the good of their 
children after them. He  will make 
an everlasting covenant with them 
that I will not turn away from them, 
to do them good; * will put the fear 
of Him in their hearts so that they 
will not turn away from Me
Mal 4:2-3 – for those who fear 
God’s name the sun of 
righteousness will rise with healing 
in its wings; & will tread down the 
wicked

Zech 12:1-9 - The Physical Deliverance of Judah and Jerusalem

Zech 12:10-13:9 - The Spiritual Deliverance of Judah and Jerusalem

Matt 24:29-31 – the tribes mourn

Rom 11:25-27 – a partial hardening has happened to Israel until the fulness of 
the Gentiles come in; then the Deliverer comes from Zion & all Israel (1/3 left) 
is saved when her sins are taken away

Zech 14:1-3 - The Deliverance of Jerusalem from the Nations

Zech 14:12-15 - The Destruction of Israel’s Enemies

Zech 14:16-21 - Worship in the Messianic Kingdom

Once the nation of Israel is restored, the Millennial kingdom will be 
established and the priesthood will be restored. Then the sons of Levi will be 
able to “present to the LORD offerings in righteousness. Then the offering of 
Judah and Jerusalem will be pleasing to the LORD, as in the days of old and 
as in former years” (Malachi 3:3b-4).

This will be carried out in the Millennial Temple by the Levitical priests, the 
sons of Zadok (Ezek 43:18-27) after 7 days of purifying and consecrating the 
altar.

Ezek 44:5-31 – the glory of the LORD filled the house of the LORD and the 
ministry of the sons of Zadok in the Millennial Temple



Survival in the Day of the LORD

The Day that is Coming for the Wicked The Coming Day for those who fear the LORD
Isa 66:15-16 - For behold, the LORD will come in fire to render His anger with 
fury, He will execute judgment by fire & by His sword on all flesh, & those 
slain by the LORD will be many.

Dan 7:9-11 - the Ancient of Days took His seat; the court sat, & the books 
were opened & judgment was passed on the horn was & the beast & the 
beast was slain & its body was destroyed & given to the burning fire

Obad 15-21 - the day of the LORD draws near on all the nations. As you have 
done, it will be done to you. YAll the nations will become as if they had never 
existed, but on Mount Zion there will be those who escape, & the house of 
Jacob will possess their possessions but the house of Esau will be as stubble 
so that there will be no survivor of the house of Esau. Israel possesses the 
mountain of Esau, the Philistine plain; the territory of Ephraim & Samaria, 
Gilead. the cities of the Negev. The deliverers will ascend Mount Zion to 
judge the mountain of Esau, & the kingdom will be the LORD’s

Isa 30:27-28, 30 - the LORD comes  with burning anger & indignation to 
shake the nations back & forth in a sieve,  & to put in the jaws of the peoples 
the bridle which leads to ruin

Luke 21:25-27 - there will be signs in sun, moon & stars & upon the earth 
dismay among nations, in perplexity at the roaring of the sea & the waves, 
men fainting from fear & the expectation of the things which are coming upon

Ps 84:11 - the LORD God 

Luke 1:76-79 - the Most High; the Lord, the Sunrise from on high

One of the First Things that the Lord will Do for His People

Ex 15:26 - I, the LORD, am your healer 

Deut 32:39 - there is no god besides Me; It is I who put to death and give life. I have wounded, 
& it is I who heal; & there is no one who can deliver from My hand

Ps 30:2-3 - Thou didst heal me & hast brought up my soul from Sheol; Thou hast kept me alive, 
that I should not go down to the pit.

Ps 103:2-5 - the LORD pardons all your iniquities; heals all your diseases; redeems your life 
from the pit; crowns you with lovingkindness & compassion; & satisfies your years with good 
things, sthat your youth is renewed like the eagle.

Ps 107:17-22 - they cried out to the LORD in their trouble; He saved them out of their 
distresses. He sent His word & healed them, & delivered them from their destructions

Ps 147:2-3 - The LORD builds up Jerusalem; gathers the outcasts of Israel, heals the 
brokenhearted, & binds up their wounds

Eccl 3:1-3 – there is an appointed time for everything

Isa 19:19-22 – Egypt will cry to the LORD because of oppressors, and He will send them a 
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men fainting from fear & the expectation of the things which are coming upon 
the world; for the powers of the heavens will be shaken. Then they will see 
the Son of Man coming in a cloud with power & great glory

Isa 19:19-22 – Egypt will cry to the LORD because of oppressors, and He will send them a 
Savior & Champion, & He will deliver them & the LORD will strike Egypt, striking but healing; so 
they will return to the LORD, & He will respond to them & heal them

Hos 6:1-3 - return to the LORD for He has torn & wounded us, but He will heal & bandage us. 
He will revive us after two days & raise us up on the third day that we may live before Him

Isa 30:26, 29 - the moon will be as the sun & the sun will be 7 times brighter on the day the 
LORD binds up & heals His people. You’ll have gladness to go to the mountain of the LORD

Matt 19:28-29 –when the Son of Man will sit on His glorious throne, you shall sit upon 12 
thrones, judging the 12 tribes of Israel & everyone who has left houses or brothers or sisters or 
father or mother or children or farms for My name’s sake, shall receive many times as much & 
shall inherit eternal life

Luke 21;28 - when these things begin to take place, straighten up and lift up your heads, 
because your redemption is drawing near.”

Acts 3:19-21 - Repent & return, that your sins may be wiped away, in order that times of 
refreshing may come from the presence of the Lord; & that He may send Jesus, whom heaven 
must receive until the period of restoration of all things 

Rom 8:18-21 - the sufferings of this present time are not worthy to be compared with the glory 
that is to be revealed to us. The creation waits eagerly for the revealing of the sons of God that 
it will be set free from its slavery to corruption into the freedom of the glory of the children of 
God.

Elijah Must Come First
Luke 1:13-17 – John will be filled with the Holy Spirit, while yet in his mother’s 
womb. He will go as a forerunner before Him in the spirit & power of Elijah, to 
turn the hearts of the fathers back to the children & the disobedient to the 
attitude of the righteous; so as to make ready a people prepared for the Lord

John 1:19-28 – John confessed that he was not the Christ, nor Elijah nor the 
Prophet. He said, “I am a voice of one crying in the wilderness, ‘Make straight 
the way of the LORD’ as Isaiah the prophet said.” John answered, “I baptize 
in water, but among you stands One whom you do not know. It is He who 
comes after me, the thong of whose sandal I am not worthy to untie.”

Matt 11:7-15 - Jesus said that John was the messenger sent to prepare His 
way & that John was greatest among those born of women yet he who is 
least in the kingdom of heaven is greater than he & if you care to accept it, he 
himself is Elijah, who was to come

Matt 17:10-13 –Elijah is coming & will restore all things; Jesus said that Elijah 
already came, & they did not recognize him, but did to him whatever they 
wished
